crossing the northwestern territory of the Iberian peninsula in Roman times; the tracks studied, as referenced in the 
Itinerary of Antonino, were XVII, XVIII, XIX and XX. All the coins discovered were imported, and so it was possible 

to mark precisely where the greatest influx of individuals and materials came from, as well as areas and zones of 
different speeds of monetization and, thus, Romanization.
